The British Cable Wakeboard National Championship
took place on Saturday 9" June. Qualifying earlier in
the year, the British team had already been chosen but
this was a good opportunity to see if anyone had been
overlooked. The British team competed at the
European Cable Wakeboard Championships on 17" to
19" August.

The event kicked off early in the morning with the DJ
already rocking with some lively tunes to get the riders
and the die-hard fans in the mood. Most of the major
sponsors were already setting up their displays in prime
positions on the bank. Indo Board were involved for
their first year, sponsoring prizes and also setting up a
demo area. Being their first year, they were pleasantly
surprised with the amount of people that had attended
and the level of riding. Princes Shop had also set up a
stall with the latest in extreme sportswear for sale.
Hyperlite, one of the world’s largest wakeboard
manufacturers, was also here with a number of their
latest 2007 boards to demo, which a lot of people took
full advantage of.

By the afternoon a large crowd had gathered and with
such a high level of riding from all the divisions, they
were anticipating an unforgettable final. Not to be
disappointed; Victoria Young pulled it out of the bag
again with a clean smooth run landing all her tricks and
proving herself once again. The next highlight of the
evening was the junior men’s division, with Nick Davies
having moved up to the Open men’s division, it was
going to be a close fought battle. James Young took
the title with his usual big, technical run. The open
men’s was a tight contest with three of the best
wakeboarders in the world pushing each other. Ben
Hitch took third with a stylish run as usual, but he failed
to land the 900 off the kicker, which could have
clinched it for him. Jonty Green came second - often
trying tricks that no-one else will — it pays off most of
the time but can be a gamble. This time he had a really

clean run but it wasn't enough to take first place.
Nick Davies deservedly took the title - this guy
looks like he was born with a wakeboard attached
to his feet, and has a style that makes everything
look effortless.

PRINCES PRO-AM

The 2007 Princes Pro-Am slalom waterski
tournament took place over the Bank Holiday
weekend, at Princes Club in Bedfont, Middlesex. As
well as the 72 amateur skiers taking part in the Pro
Am, 20 of the world’s top slalom skiers descended on
Princes Club to compete for the coveted title and the
greatest share of the £10,000 prize purse. The event
saw 10 skiers from the current top 15 Elite Ranked
athletes including four British competitors battling it
out in 3 rounds to qualify for the 8 man head-to-head
final. With the current World Champion Great Britain’s
Will Asher, Pending World Record Holder and
defending champion Jamie Beauchesne USA, and
2006 World Cup Champion Jodi Fisher GBR present,
the winner would be the athlete who could ski full
stretch and round the most buoys at the shortest line
length.

While the USA is the mecca of world waterskiing,
Great Britain’s skiers continued to dominate, until the
semi-finals that is. Will Asher last Brit standing came
unstuck missing his entrance gates on the very hard
10.75m rope length. Bare in mind that the width of the
slalom course is 11.5m so the skiers have to be so
accurate at speeds of over 70mph. A shame for Will
as he looked in good form throughout the weekend —
his mistake gifted the first final spot to American
Marcus Brown. The American threat continued in the
other semi final with defending champ Jamie
Beauchesne 5'10” taking on the underdog 65" Nick
Parsons — Parsons used his height well to battle
through the 10.75m course rounding all 6 buoys
surpassing Jamie’s 5. So to the head-to-head final
and an all American affair; Parsons had been 7th
seed into the final and he was up against 8th seed
Brown! Both had put out the fancied champions in
Asher and Beauchesne. With nothing to lose the
battle commenced.

Ideal conditions for slalom waterskiing allowed the
largest crowd in the history of the event to bask in the
glorious sunshine while the skiers worked their way to
the very hard 10.75m rope again. Brown made a
small mistake at his entry gate which disrupted his
position at 1 and meant he could only score 1.5 falling
early. Not an easy task but a do able one with
Parsons height - he rounded 2 skied back to the wake
and threw the fist for only his second Pro win of his
career. Jamie Beauchesne USA took 3rd place with
GBR skier and current World Champion Will Asher in
4th.
